Three Rivers Community Foundation believes strongly in the con-
cepts espoused in the First Amendment to the Constitution of the 
United States of America: 
 
“Congress shall make no law respecting an establishment of relig-
ion, or prohibiting the free exercise thereof; or abridging the free-
dom of speech, or of the press; or the right of the  people 
peaceably to assemble , and to petition the Government for a 
redress of grievances.” 
 
The Pittsburgh G-20 Summit has been designated a National Spe-
cial Security Event (NSSE).  The City of Pittsburgh has plans to 
bring in police and security officers from 150-200 different jurisdic-
tions, increasing the Pittsburgh Police force by several thousand.  
In situations like these, the chain of command can easily fall into 
disarray.  TRCF very much wants to see all who come to the G-20 
-  from the official representatives, to the protesters, to the police -  
to go home safely after the event.  To that end, TRCF recom-
mends the following: 
 
· If attending a protest or action where police are present, and 

an officer asks you to do something, comply as best you can 
(without surrendering your First Amendment rights). 

· Be a pro-active peacemaker: if you are part of a large crowd 
and you see tensions rising or the potential for violence, try to 
peaceably calm the situation down.  Do not, however, put 
yourself in a position where you could be physically harmed. 

· The police are not the enemy.  They are doing their job as 
best they can in a very difficult situation.  Several of them are 
brothers and sisters in unions.  They all deserve the same re-
spect as anyone else who works hard for a living. 

· If you are detained or arrested by the police, do not struggle.  
Go with them peaceably.  This severely reduces the risk of 
violence. 

 
 
The American Civil Liberties Union (ACLU), in conjunction with the 
National Lawyers Guild and the Center for Constitutional Rights, is 
trying to ensure that all protest activities and events are covered 
by legal observers to monitor situations.

The Group of 20 Finance Ministers and Central Bank Governors 
(G-20) was established in 1999 to bring together systematically 
important industrialized and developing economies to discuss key 
issues in the global economy.  The inaugural meeting of the G-20 
took place in Berlin, on December 15-16, 1999, hosted by German 
and Canadian finance ministers. 
 
The G-20 is an informal forum that promotes open and construc-
tive discussion between industrial and emerging-market countries 
on key issues related to global economic stability.  By contributing 
to the strengthening of the international financial architecture and 
providing opportunities for dialogue on national policies, interna-
tional cooperation, and international financial institutions, the G-20 
helps to support growth and development across the globe. 
 
Membership in the G-20 includes the following nations: 
Argentina India  Saudi Arabia 
Australia Indonesia South Africa 
Brazil  Italy  South Korea 
Canada  Japan  Turkey 
China  Mexico  United Kingdom 
France  Russia  United States of America 
Germany 
 
The European Union, which is represented by the rotating Council 
presidency and the European Central Bank, is the 20th member of 
the G-20.  The Managing Director of the International Monetary 
Fund (IMF) and the President of the World Bank, plus the chairs of 
the International Monetary and Financial Committee and Develop-
ment Committee of the IMF and World Bank also participate in G-
20 meetings on an ex-officio basis. 
 
Together, member countries represent about 90% of global gross 
national product, 80% of world trade (including European Union 
intra-trade), as well as two-thirds of the world’s population. 
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Money makes the world go ‘round.  While the G-20 attendees fo-
cus primarily on finance, that has broad-reaching arms, affecting 
every social sector possible.  For that reason, a number of people 
and organizations working on social justice causes object to the G-
20, not just in substance, but also in overall idea. 
 
The majority of the representatives to the G-20 are white men.  
The vast continent of Africa has only one representative - South 
Africa.  Women, who make up more than 50% of the world’s popu-
lation, are barely present.  Popular economic policies sometimes 
spell disaster for the environment.  20 countries are representing a 
world containing 192 sovereign nations.  20 people are dictating 
policy for 6.7 billion people. 
 
The official description of the G-20’s charge (see page 3) states 
that the members are open to discussion and fostering dialogue.  
In truth, the representatives are sealed off in extra-high security 
areas, far away from anyone who might raise an opposing view-
point or an alternative view of economic justice. 
 
Here, TRCF is pleased to present position statements from some 
of the sectors affected by the G-20.  Space limitations forbid an in-
depth discussion of all the potential reasons why people object to 
the G-20, but we hope this gives a basic idea of some of the is-
sues at stake. 
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The global economic crisis signaled the need for a renewed multi-
lateralism. Recession has gripped many of the world's industrial-
ized nations during the past year, nearly $18,000 billion has been 
raised or pledged to prop up global banks, financial institutions 
and corporations to keep the financial sector afloat, yet it has not 
been able to find $18 billion to keep its commitments to Africa. The 
world's poor and vulnerable populations have borne the heaviest 
burden of the global economic meltdown. 
 
In June 2009, representatives from 3/4 of UN member states at-
tended a Conference on the World Financial and Economic Crisis 
and its Impact on Development, the first high-level summit on in-
ternational financial reform in history. They discussed emergency 
and long-term measures to combat global economic downturn.  
The conference was shaped with input from a group of former eco-

nomic policy-makers, academics and private sector representa-
tives chaired by former World Bank Chief Economist Joseph 
Stiglitz. The summit's proposals include new measures for exter-
nal financing, debt relief, increased aid, sovereign debt restructur-
ing, a global reserve currency, and systemic reforms for creating 
sustainable development and restoring global economic growth.  
 
The G20 leaders are self- anointed global economic decision-
makers propped up by the International Monetary Fund, the World 
Bank, and the World Trade Organization. Most G20 nations are 
still pursuing policies of financial and capital market liberalization, 
deregulation and trade protectionism: free market capitalism. 
 
 The June UN Summit marked the first time that all UN member 
nations had been invited to offer a coordinated response on the 
world's financial and economic conditions. Questions to consider 
as the G 20 meet in Pittsburgh: Should the IMF and World Bank 
be abolished, or at least marginalized? Should decisions on the 
management of the global economy should be transferred to the 
UN General Assembly as the only universal body of sovereign 
states, global political legitimacy, and the capacity to analyze 
global financial crises and their impact on development? How long 
will these self-appointed leaders go on wielding the authority and 
legitimacy of an international free market agenda over the world's 
6.7 billion people? Was the UN Summit a wasted opportunity or an 
historic step toward global economic governance? How these con-
cerns will be addressed is uncertain. 
 
Wanda Guthrie is a convener with the G-6 Billion. 
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The nations and peoples most affected by climate change and 
environmental injustice are not in attendance at the G-20 meet-
ings.  Poor communities, communities of color, indigenous popula-
tions, and developing nations are systematically excluded from the 
discussion. 
 
Warmer and wetter weather brought on by climate change means 
that malaria is spreading faster in the developing world.  Rises in 
the temperature of the sea surface has doubled the number of 
Katrina-sized storms over the past 35 years.  Growing seasons 
have been adversely affected in developing nations due to long 
periods of drought, often followed by periods of torrential rain.  
Changes in rainfall, snowfall, snowmelt, and glacial melt have re-
sulted in a scarcity of fresh water being available.  As clean water 
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According to the Food and Agricultural Organization (FAO), the 
number of people in the world suffering from hunger reached 1.02 
billion as of February 2009.  Hunger is the most serious manifesta-
tion of poverty and brings other problems such as disease in its 
trail.  The dramatic increase in hunger is closely related to the eco-
nomic policies furthered by the World Bank, the International 
Monetary Fund and the G-20 over the last several years.  These 
policies are what are called neo-liberalism, which at its simplest is 
the imposition of the world a policy of free markets and trade in 
food staples such as rice, corn, beans, and wheat on the poorer 
countries.  With free market policy, no poor country could give pro-
tection to its farmers by either subsidies or  taxes on imported sta-
ples.  Consequently, local farmers in the global South could not 
compete with highly mechanized farmers in the U.S. and the Euro-
pean Union. They were wiped out and imported commodities took 
over. Much of this development took place in the 1980s and 1990s 
with various free trade treaties such as NAFTA and CAFTA. 
 
The food crisis, however, and consequent hunger did not develop 
until the 2000s when the price of staple commodities went through 
the roof. This price increase was caused by the dramatic increase 
in the price of oil used to produce commodities in the U.S. and EU.  
Also in the U.S. there was the diversion of corn to the production 
of ethanol for automobiles causing a scarcity and a decrease in 
the supply. Consequently, food import prices increased threefold 

and arable land disappear, tensions among populations can rise, 
leading to warfare. 
 
The countries represented by the G-20 produce the highest levels 
of greenhouse gases and pollution.  The G-20 nations could make 
immense progress in addressing climate change and environ-
mental justice by implementing strict policies on industrial activities 
and other major polluters, but instead they pursue false solutions 
designed by corporate interests, such as “clean coal,” carbon mar-
kets, industrial biofuels, and nuclear power. 
 
In addition to the G-20, Pittsburgh is hosting the International Coal 
Conference September 21-23, and the 3RCC is organizing actions 
around that, to expose the coal industry’s damaging effects on 
land, people, climate, biodiversity, and water systems.

When G-20 government leaders met in London last April, thou-
sands of trade unionists marched in protest. Labor organizations 
from over 100 countries – including the AFL-CIO – issued a 
“London Declaration” that criticized the G-20’s policies for favoring 
multinational corporations and banks, and demanded new eco-
nomic priorities that “put people first.” 
 
The Group of 20 coordinates global economic policies known as 
neoliberalism or corporate globalization . Neoliberalism aims to 
“liberate” capital – corporations, bankers, big investors – from 
measures that working people have won in the past, through union 
struggles and legislation, that placed rules and limits on what big 
business can do. 
 
Neoliberal policies include deregulation of business, which has 
allowed widespread abuses of workers, consumers and the envi-
ronment. Deregulation of the banking industry led to a speculative 
bubble of reckless gambling on mortgages. When it eventually 
burst, it ruined the values of millions of homes and dragged the 
world economy into deep crisis. They also include privatization , 
which has wiped out thousands of public service jobs and enabled 
rogue contractors like Halliburton and Blackwater to rob the tax-
payers and commit crimes in our name. 
 
So-called “free trade”  really means unlimited mobility for capital. 
Companies and entire industries now move from country to coun-
try seeking the lowest wages and weakest environmental rules. It 
has meant the loss of millions of U.S. jobs and pushed down our 
wages, and has been a disaster for workers in countries around 
the world. 
 
Free trade also turns workers into economic refugees. In the case 
of NAFTA, countless working-class families in the U.S., Canada 
and Mexico had to leave their home towns when local industries 
closed, and farming communities in Mexico were wiped out by the 
flood of free trade corn and other agricultural imports, forcing peo-
ple to migrate.

As the G20 are gathering to decide the future of this planet at the 
behest of the richest nations and corporations, so are the protest-
ers demanding a say in this discussion. 
 
The world is spending $3 million per minute on wars , while mil-
lions of people are starving, millions are dying  from preventable 
diseases,  and millions lack clean water to drink, to name just the  
most basic necessities.

Though this description of 
Pittsburgh is quite flattering, it fails to acknowledge that despite 
Pittsburgh’s growth the city is home to some of the most egregious 
disparities between “haves” and “have-nots”, especially along ra-
cial lines. 

Labor unions stand for economic policies very different from those 
of the G-20. We must make our voices heard as we demand that 
the G-20 that it place human need above corporate greed.

Women in India spend five hours daily collecting firewood.  Before 
climate change, it was every five days.  U.S. international policies 
mean surviving or starving for the world’s poorest women and 
families.  Prioritizing women in current programs spreads long-
term opportunity to millions of women and families, and helps end 
poverty and inequality for good.
