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The history of Pittsburgh doesn’t start with the foundifithe City on December 1,
1758. Native Americans had lived in the region for thousahgisars before the
Europeans came along.

Southwestern PA is home Meadowcroft Rockshelter- the oldest dated and con-
tinually-used site in the new world. The earliest intealts lived there between
12,000 and 17,000 BCE (Before the Common Era). Located nedlaAn Wash-
ington County, the site was discovered in 1955.

1725 -Guyasuta (var. Kiasutha) was born (died 1794). An im-
portant leader of the Seneca tribe, Guyasuta was atégtare

in both diplomacy and warfare. He was involved in defgahe
Braddock Expedition in 1755, sided with the French in the
French and Indian War, and was a major player in Ponfee’s
bellion. He supported the British in the American Retioh,

but after the war, worked to bring about peace betweetribes
and the American people.

1741 -William Findley was born in Ireland (died April 4, 1821).
He emigrated to Pennsylvania in 1763, then moved to Westmore
land County in 1783, where he was elected to the CoahCién-

1754 -Queen Aliquippa died on December 23 (birth date is estimated to besithe e
1670s to the very early 1700s). She led a band of Mingo &&vex had settled be-
tween the three rivers. She allied herself to th&sBrin the French and Indian War,
even traveling with her tribe to Fort Necessity tasisSeorge Washington in 1754.

1756 - TheRaid on Kittanning occurred. Colonel John Armstrong and his force of
300 Pennsylvanians launched an attack on the Delawagks tvibage of Kittanning,
hoping to disrupt the tribe’s grip on the White settlerthe area. The Lenape chief,
Captain Jacobs, took command of the village and foughttfomgs troops from his
cabin. He was killed when Armstrong’s troops settfiris cabin, which was filled
with gunpowder and ammunition, causing it to explode.

1758 -Pittsburgh founded December 1. General John Forbes named it after Wil-
liam Pitt, the English prime minister.

1763 -Pontiac’s Rebellionbegan on March 30. This was|an
effort by the local tribes to oust the British frone tlegion.
They launched a siege on Fort Pitt on June 22, 1763, &uf th
fort was too strong to be taken by force. The comnranfde
Fort Pitt gave two Delaware negotiators blankets which ha
been exposed to smallpox in an attempt to cause a plagye in
the tribes. As smallpox was already in the area, tteenat
failed, but the siege was lifted on August 1, as mosteof th
tribesmen left to intercept Colonel Henry Bouquet’s force

1806 -Lewis Woodsonborn (see sidebar, this page). )

1812 -LeMoyne Housewas built by John Julius LeMoyne in Washington, PA. John
was father to Francis Julius LeMoyne, who turned thesh into a stop on the Under-
ground Railroad around 1850. The House remains theeatdyt stop in the region.
Other stops were Arthursville (now part of the HilsBict) and Avery College on the
Northside (one of the few vocational schools to acceft Blacks and Whites).
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1812 -Martin Delany was born May 6 (died January 24, 1885). He
was a Black abolitionist who moved to Pittsburgh fronaiis
Town, WV, in 1831. He began publishifipe Mysterya Black-
controlled newspaper, in 1843. In an 1847 meeting with Frederick
Douglass and William Lloyd Garrison, they formed the rpaper
that became thRorth Star In 1852 he publishe@he Condition,
Elevation, Emigration, and Destiny of the Colored People of the
United States, Politically Consideredhere he argued that there was
no future for Blacks in the US and that they shoulddesnd found
new nation elsewhere. In 1862 he wrote Blake: Or the dfusner-
ica, a novel about an insurrectionist’s secret traveisugh the slave community,
which was the first novel by a Black man to be publishatié US. He recruited
Black men to join the Union Army after President ldhcs military draft in 1863,
and was commissioned as the first Black line fieltceffin the US Army.

1815 -Jane Grey Swisshelnwas born (see sidebar, this page).

1815 - ThePittsburgh Cordwainers Trial occurred. The result of the trial held that
trade unions were criminal conspiracies, designed tngaicsh an illegal goal,
namely that of raising the wages of their members.

1827 - TheBethel African Methodist Episcopal Churchwas constructed at Water
and Smithfield Street. This was the first Black chunest of the Alleghenies.

1828 -William H. Sylvis was born (died 1869) in Indiana County. He was a labor
pioneer who fought for unity among working men and womeggrcess of race or
ethnicity. After the Civil War, he tried to form tffiest national labor organization.

1836 - ThePittsburgh Central Labor Union was born when 14 trade unions united.
1837 - The firspublic school for Blackswas opened on November 1.

1845 -Dr. Robert Mitchell, an abolitionist, hid five fugitive slaves on his propént
Clymer, Indiana County. He was tried and convicted uttteFugitive Slave Act of
1793, and suffered heavy financial losses as a result. €this the more restrictive
Fugitive Slave Act of 1850.

1845 -Anthony Hollingsworth, a 12-year-old slave, was captured by slave hunters
on June 26 in Indiana Township. Armed residents ofdva surrounded the hotel
where he had been taken and demanded his release. Judges Wbite defied fed-
eral law and freed him.

1847 -Mercy Hospital was founded by the Sisters of Mercy. It was the fiostpital
in Pittsburgh, and the first Mercy Hospital worldwiddercy Hospitals are commit-
ted to serving all patients, especially the communijtger.

1848 - Women employees at Allegheny Cotton Mill and fiveeofactories launched
the Cotton Mill Strikes, where they demanded a 12-hour day. They drove scabs
away by taking axes to the factories’ entrances. resuat of these strikes, the 10-
hour day became standard, and restrictions were ptacedild labor.

1849 -Avery Collegewas founded on the Northside. Charles Avery (1784-1858), a
Methodist lay preacher, philanthropist, and abolitionisinted the college to provide

a classical education for Blacks. Avery College alas @& suspected site of an Un-
derground Railroad stop.

1852 - TheNational Free Soil Convention one of the first mass abolitionist meet-
ings in the country, was held in Pittsburgh in September.

1855 - The first countiRepublican conventionadopted an abolition resolution.

1874 -Gertrude Stein, writer, was born in Allegheny City (died 1946). Movirg t
Paris in 1903, she, her brother, and her partner Biceoklas hosted salons for intel- # |
lectual and artistic elites, including Picasso, Majsand Apollonaire. When the Nazis |

took Paris, she and Toklas fled to the countryside, evthezy hid other Jews. She
declared, “War is never fatal but always lost. Ala/dgst.” Also, “It is funny that
men who are supposed to be scientific cannot get theesselvrealize the basic prin-
ciples of physics, that action and reaction are equhbpposite, that when you perse
cute people you always rouse them to be strong and stronger.




1877 - The gredRailroad Strike occurred in
July. It was a protest against a nationwide re|
duction of wages, in addition to a PA railroad
cutting the employment of brakemen. 26 pedple
were killed, including children, and several we¢re
wounded in “the Battle of 28th Street,” which
occurred when strikers, gathered at the 28th
Street railroad crossing, were fired upon by
Philadelphia militamen. By the time the riotir
ended, over 50 had been killed.
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1877 - The State Supreme Court, sitting in Pi
burgh because of the Railroad Strike, heard the casestér et al v. the Common-
wealth, concerning the Molly Maguires. The Mollies were ereve group of min-
ers in Eastern PA who burned mines and used other, soesetiolent, tactics to
protest conditions in the coal mines that supplieddfimads. The case is often con-
sidered a “show trial,” as the court decision was ladém legal problems, including
favoritism for the railroads, faulty reasoning by thége, and the conflict of interest
presented by one of the prosecutors being the Presidirg Beading Railroad.

1881 - TheAmerican Federation of Labor (AFL) was born in Pittsburgh on No-
vember 15 (it changed its name to the AFL from the Féidaraf Organized Trades
and Labor Unions in 1886).

1882 - The firstSteel Strikeat the Pittsburgh Bessemer Steel Company in Hontestea
occurred on March 6. Millworkers refused to sign “yellow doghtracts, which
would prohibit them from joining any labor organization

1886 - George Westinghouse introduced some patiqyloyee benefits His em-
ployees were allowed to have Saturday as a half-holateysalaried employees
could get vacations with pay.

1891 - TheMammoth Mine Explosion occurred. This disaster at the Mammoth # 1
Mine, owned by H. C. Frick Coke Company, in Westmorel@odnty, killed 109

coal miners. State legislation strengthening mindysafspection programs was
implemented as a result of this explosion.

1892 - TheHomestead Steel Strikeoccurred (see sidebar, this page).

1894 - ‘Coxey’s Army” made its appearance in Pittsburgh.
Led by Jacob Coxey, the “Commonweal of Christ” group of
200 people stopped on their way from Massillon, Ohio, fo
Washington DC. The goal of the march was to gain con-
gressional support for $500 million in interest-free bonds,
proceeds of which would be used to pay unemployed nen
to build roads. Allegheny County officials tried to make
life difficult for the marchers by prohibiting visitoesd

from leaving the ballfield where they were camped thet
citizens of the town attended the rally and chedredaitmy;,
one company even providing them with 500 pairs of shoes.

1896 - TheLadies Health Protection Associatiorformed to advocate for clean air
laws. Though they couldn’t vote or attend meetingd,haad to have men speak for
them, they convinced City Council to pass its firstayahsmoke ordinance (though
most industrial sites were exempted). They also sued ipoHoausing industries.

1896 - Andrew Carnegie employed workers to desecrate the 5500®lgMcKees
Rocks Native American Burial Mound, one of the oldest human settlements in
North America. They remove 31 skeletons and hundredsgifaices, which are
stored to this day in boxes in the Carnegie Museum. Theunus willing to con-
sider returning the remains to direct descendants, i€anye found.



1896 -Homer S. Brown, patriarch of the Brown family, was born (died 1977). He

was a judge, attorney, and civil rights activist, wias the founder and first president

of the Pittsburgh chapter of the NAACP. He was thst African American to hold
the position of Allegheny County Judge. He was instraaiém passing the
“Pittsburgh Package,” a group of several bills creatiregbusing Authority and the
Pittsburgh Renaissance, and is considered the fatliee &fennsylvania State Fair
Employment Practices Act. His wifé/ilhelmina Byrd Brown (married in 1927),
was a civil rights activist in her own right, and dedéed over 50 years of her life to
civil service. In 1988, East Liberty dedicated a pattdiomemory. Their soByrd
Rowlett Brown (1930-2001), followed in their activist footsteps, beconangttor-
ney and frequently providing his (very successful) sessfcee of charge for those
too poor to pay him. He organized rallies at Forbes Foelthe appearance of Mar-
tin Luther King, Jr. He also produced the Pittsburgh Plarghwivas considered a
national model for training blacks in construction jobs.

1902 - A. Leo Weil founded théoters Civic League which gathered evidence
against corrupt councilmen. This led to legislation refog the city's government.

1907 - Thewoman'’s Club of Pittsburgh was founded, sponsored by the State Cor
vention for Equal Rights for Women. The city’s oldesib, their first meeting was
held at the First Baptist Church on Fourth Avenue. Turelertook several civic,

educational, and cultural projects.

1907 -Rachel Carson the environmental justice pioneer, was bprn
on May 27 in Springdale (died April 14, 1964). She graduated
from what is now Chatham University, and is widely graaed as
the mother of the modern environmental movement. Shléshad
Silent Springn 1962, which detailed the ecological ramifications
of post-World War 1l chemical pesticides, especiallybod popu-
lations.

1907 - ThePittsburgh Courier was founded (see sidebar, this page).

1907 - ThePittsburgh Survey was begun by Crystal Eastman and 70 investigators.

This was one of the earliest and most thorough dessrgof urban conditions in the
country, with the hope that the results would alert théipabout social and environ-
mental ills occurring in industrial regions of the countihe reportWork Accidents
and the Lawpublished in 1910, resulted in the first workers’ compeoisdaiw.

1908 -Charles “Teenie” Harris was born (died 1998). He was a photographer for
the Pittsburgh Courier, and documented life - both the nghglawns - in the Hill
District from the Depression to the 1970s. His phatpgic legacy, numbering in the
tens of thousands, makes up the largest and most cordptetmentation of a minor-
ity community anywhere in the US.

1908 -Montefiore Hospital opened in May. It was formed because most area hospi-

tals did not even admit Jewish people, or offer ko, prayer meetings, or other
special services Jewish patients wanted. It alsogedva place for Jewish doctors to
practice and train. It was the first hospital in thgiee to offer community health
clinics and home care, in addition to being the fostmploy Black doctors.

1908 -Msgr. Charles Owen Ricewas born on November 21 (died November 13,
2005). He was a priest who was a strong advocatelfor,land formed the Catholic
Radical Alliance. He led demonstrations for workdrs,women’s movement, civil
rights, and the anti-war movement.

1909 -Daisy Lampkin moved to Pittsburgh. An advocate for women’s and civil
rights, she was a tireless fundraiser for the NAAGR the Urban League, and held
her first women'’s rights tea in 1912. She also recrditadgood Marshall to the
NAACP’s legal team.
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1909 - ThePressed Steel Car Company Strikeccurred in McKees Rocks, starting
on July 15. Rioting workers clashed with guards in a seseough fight that the
State Constabulary was called out. Buckshot was used/¢oldick the workers, and
state police were ordered to “strike to kill” if attadkay the strikers. On August 23,
two more battles occurred, leaving 5 dead.

1910-1911 - Th&estmoreland County Coal Strikeoccurred when workers in the
Irwin Gas Coal Basin fought for improved wages, betterkimg conditions, and the
right to unionize. Several wives of the workers wernprisoned for harassing strike-
breakers, and since no one could take care of thedirehilthe kids were imprisoned
as well. Mary Harris “Mother” Jones travelled t@ skem, encouraging them to sing
all night, every night they were in jail. The jaiae/next door to the sheriff's home,
several hotels, and other homes, and the singing kepdluents awake. After five
days, townspeople demanded the judge free the women, whifitl. he

1912 -Frank E. Bolden was born in Washington, PA (see sidebar, page 7).

1913 -Genevieve Blattwas born (died 1996). In 1952, she was the first woman

elected to a statewide office, that of Auditor Genehal1975, as a judge, she ruled
that high school sports teams could not discriminatéemasis of sex. As Solicitor
of Pittsburgh, she wrote the first smokestack ordinance.

1915 -Jennie Bradley Roessingthe president of the Pittsburgh Woman Suffrage
Association and chairwoman of the Allegheny County EquaitRigssociation,
drove a “Liberty Truck” to all 67 counties in PA to speékat women'’s rights. The
Liberty Truck had a full-sized replica of the Liberty Beh top to draw attention.

1915 - A pamphlet entitledfom Man to Man” was put out by the Pittsburgh
Men’s League for Woman Suffrage, making the argument to meththatould not
properly represent women in government, so women shqoildsent themselves.

1916 - Martial law is declared in Braddock due to riol&@gar Thompson Works
1919 -Madalyn Murray O’Hair was born (as Madalyn Mays) in Beechview on
April 13 (died September 29, 1995). She was the founder efidam Atheists. Her
claim to fame is the lawsuMurray v. Curletf which led to the Supreme Court ruling
that banned prayer in public schools.

1919 -“Mother” Jones, the labor leader, was arrested and jailed after sppadin
striking steelworkers in Homestead. A judge asked her wholgayeermission to
speak publicly. She responded, “Patrick Henry. Thomasrdeff. John Adams!”

1919 -Fannie Sellins an organizer for United Mine Workers, was shot tdtdesgth
Joseph Starzelski in Brackenridge on August 26, the eve ofoawate steel strike.

1919 K. Leroy Irvis was born (see sidebar, this page).

1920 - Thdirst women showed up to votan Allegheny County on November 2.

1922 - On January 8Jinnie Penfield became the first woman to
sit on a jury in Allegheny County.

1928 -Andy Warhol was born on August 6 (died February 22,
1987) in Pittsburgh. The famous artist was the centraldigfithe
pop art movement, infusing his art, films, and authored woits
dramatic interpretations of mass culture items. Tisedrawings
he submitted to a gallery were rejected because theytoe
openly homoerotic.

1951 - TheRev. Dr. LeRoy Patrick, a civil rights activist, led a successful move-
ment to integrate the city's pools. He also petitibteechange the way slavery was
portrayed in school textbooks. He fought to have Blaathia hired for non-Black
schools. In a protest against unfair hiring prasticethe steel industry, he refused tg
move from his place, despite being nearly run down byrenetruck, and urinated
on by the workers above. He died on January 12, 2006.

1952 - Mayor David L. Lawrence signed into law the cifirst fair hiring practices
code This code prohibited discrimination in employment agfa@i minority groups.

1954 -WQED went on the air. It was the world’s first commyrsponsored, educa-
tional, noncommercial TV station.
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1954 -Raoberto Clemente(born in 1934 in Puerto Rico) was drafted by the Pitts-
burgh Pirates baseball team, playing with them from 1839972. He was the first
Latino player to be admitted to baseball’s Hall ofrfea He was a humanitarian, and
died in 1972 when the plane he was in went down. He hadpeesonally delivering
supplies to earthquake victims in Nicaragua.

1959 - Now Governor, David L. Lawrence asked the statddggie to pass a law
that wouldban racial discrimination in housing. On June 1, Pittsburgh became the
second city in the nation to pass a Fair Housing Pexctizdinance, which banned
discrimination in renting or purchasing homes.

1959 -Mass transit began in Pittsburgh, when the Port Authority of Allegheny
County launched on October 23.

1960 -Arthur J. Edmunds became the Executive Director of the Pittsburgh Urban
League.
